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Overview

Who owns a power station in Croatia?

All power stations in Croatia are owned and operated by Hrvatska
elektroprivreda (HEP), the national power company. As of 2015, HEP operates
26 hydroelectric, 4 thermal and 3 cogenerating power plants with the total
installed electrical power of 3.654 MW. 

How will a digital VPP platform help Croatia's green transition?

The facility will enable real-time balancing of electricity supply and demand
through the deployment of a digital VPP platform, enhancing Croatia’s grid
flexibility as it expands its solar and wind power capacity. “This investment
marks a milestone in Croatia’s green transition,” said Miljan Ždrale, EBRD
director for Central Europe.
