If you have a 500W solar panel, the total number of panels required to build a
5kW solar system will be 5000W ÷ 500W = 10 solar panels. However, if you
don't have enough roof space to install multiple solar panels, you can consider
investing in portable solar power for your home. 

Do you need more solar panels to power your home?
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Typically speaking, the more energy you use, the more solar power you need.
The opposite is true for peak sun hours. If you are in an area with a high
number of average hours of sunlight, each solar panel will receive more light,
and thus produce more power, so you may need fewer panels to power your
home. 

How many watts can a 400 watt solar panel produce?

A 100-watt panel can produce 100 watts per hour in direct sunlight. A
400-watt panel can generate 400 watts per hour under the same conditions.
This doesn’t mean they’ll produce that amount all day, output varies with
weather, shade, and panel orientation.
