Most Irish households use between 3,500 to 5,000 kWh annually. However,
larger homes, those with electric heating, or properties that include electric
vehicles may use significantly more.

In Ireland, most homeowners install panels that range between 1.6 mto 2 m
in height and just over 1 m in width, which usually provide between 300 W
and 400 W of power. The bigger the panel, the more sunlight it can capture,
but the available roof space will determine how many can be fitted.
