Residential solar installations ranging from 1 to 10 kilowatts typically cost
between $2.50 and $3.50 per watt installed, with total system costs varying
from $2,500 to $35,000 depending on size and location. A standard 6kW
residential system averages $18,000 before incentives and tax credits,

translating to approximately $3.00 per watt.

Why are solar panels so expensive?
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The increase was primarily driven by a 13% increase in the construction cost
for crystalline silicon tracking panels, which increased to $1,605/kW, the
highest price since 2018. The average construction cost for crystalline silicon
fixed-tilt panels decreased by 13%, but they remained the most expensive of
the major solar technologies at $1,788/kW.

How much does a 6 kW solar system cost?
Factors that impact this cost include panel type, roof structure, local labor
rates, and permit fees. On average, homeowners pay between $2.50 to $3.50

per watt installed. For a typical 6 kW system, this comes out to approximately
$15,000 to $21,000.
