When
shipping solar panels via truckload freight, palletizing is the most common
packaging method. Each pallet can hold up to 30 solar panels and can be
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loaded onto a truck for transport. 

What is the best way to transport solar panels?

Truckload freight is best for smaller or residential solar panel transportation,
while flatbed freight is ideal for larger solar panels going to farms and
commercial properties. The choice of solar panel transportation method will
depend on the size and quantity of solar panels, as well as the final
destination.
