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Primary Energy Supply (TPES) and 35% renewable energy in ASEAN installed
power capacity by 2025.

Additionally, without BESS acceptance on a larger level, the needed funds
won't materialise, and fewer BESS will be built.

Is Bess facilitating the energy transition in Southeast Asia?

Despite the crucial role that BESS play in facilitating the energy transition,
Southeast Asia’s BESS market remains in its early stages, marked by a lack of
significant BESS policies. Implementing policies to foster a competitive market
environment for BESS can attract investors and lead to widespread adoption
of the BESS.
