Tunisian Solar Plan Jobs created: Approximately 10 000. Tunisia is endowed
with abundant renewable energy resources, particularly solar and wind
energy; however, renewable energy currently plays a minor role in the
country’s energy supply.

How much energy does Tunisia generate?

Source: IRENA. According to Global Energy Monitor, Tunisia has a generating
capacity of 6,079 MW total, comprised of oil and natural gas (5,771 MW), solar
(55 MW), and onshore wind (253 MW). In 2022, Tunisia increased its
renewable energy target to 35% of total energy generation by 2030.

What is a renewables readiness assessment in Tunisia?

Renewables Readiness Assessment: Tunisia, prepared in collaboration with
the National Agency for Energy Conservation (ANME) and the Ministry of
Industry, Energy and Mines, identifies key challenges as the country pursues
environmentally and economically sustainable power and heat.

What is Tunisia's energy transition?

Tunisia’s energy transition is based on the implementation of an energy
management strategy with two components: the increase of energy eficiency
and the development of renewable energy, such that the main targets are
achieved, as defined in Figure 14.

Who manages the energy sector in Tunisia?

As of March 2020, the Tunisian electricity sector is managed by the Ministry of

Energy, Mines and the Energy Transition. For the past two years, renewable
energy portfolio was managed by the Ministry of Industry, Small and Medium
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Size Enterprises.
Does Tunisia have a solar plan?
In this regard, a Tunisian solar plan was adopted in 2015, which aims to

reduce primary energy demand by 30% and increase the share of renewables
in the electricity production mix to 30% by 2030.
