Over the past decade, Turkiye has more than tripled its renewable energy
production, has announced an ambitious objective of adding an additional
60GW of wind and solar by 2035, aligned with Turkiye's pledge to become
carbon neutral by 2053.
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Solar power is a growing part of renewable energy in the country, with over 20
gigawatts (GW) [2] of solar panels generating 6% of the country's electricity.
